It s about harnessing all of Canada s resources natural, 
human, technical and financial.

It s about linking and integrating energy systems and 
technologies, instead of looking at them in isolation.

It s about looking for ways to achieve even greater 
value-added opportunities from our energy resources.

It s about global responsibility, respect, and 
recognition.
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Conventional energy reserves: Current 
technology/ recovery methods leave up to 70 
percent or more of the reserves in place

Non-renewable energy: Abundant bitumen, 
coal, coalbed methane resources, gas 
hydrates etc, but technology, costs and 
collateral resources are challenging

Renewable energy: Faces cost, capacity, 
reliability and financibility questions
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Governments are trying to balance several 
priorities including:

Providing a policy framework to foster economic 
growth and employment

Adopting policies that promote reliable and 
environmentally responsible energy production and 
consumption

Ensuring that taxes, royalties and associated 
benefits from energy industry are there to fund 
important social priorities like health and education
